Mean temperature, 42.1; maximum, 56.2 (on 1st) ; 
minimum, 28.2 (on 20th) ; hoarfrost on 6th, 7th, 8th, 
and 14th ; mean proportion of bright sunshine, .231 ; 
maximum, 706, (on 4th) ; days completely clouded, 
7 ; rainfall, 5.95 ; snowfall, 3 inches ; total precipita­
tion rain and melted snow, 6.25 inches.
